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WASTEWATER MANAGEMENT – CASE STUDY
Harbour Master Bar & Restaurant, Waiheke Island
Harbour Master Bar & Restaurant, Waiheke Island is set by the seaside and only three minutes walk from the ferry from Auckland City.  It is a great venue for all types of functions, weddings, live music, catering well for café, bar and restaurant patronage with a modern European cuisine .
The site is located within the gently sloping valley floor at the eastern end of Matiatia Bay, Waiheke Island.  As the area includes wetland which extends up beyond Harbour Master Bar & Restaurant and consisting of four existing buildings located on the more elevated central portion of the property which includes an administration office, a car park, the Harbour Master Restaurant and two sheds.  For this reason it was important to manage the discharge from the site in such a manner so as to protect the environment, namely Matiatia Bay.

Using the set criteria Innoflow Technologies NZ Ltd (ITNZL) produced a wastewater management solution that met with the developers high expectations and strict requirements.
Included in the system requirements were grease traps which included a dual chamber unit to pre-treat the kitchen waste prior to discharge to the septic tanks.
